These are complemented by 

the Philanthropic Fund, which 

gives a donor the opportujity 

to make a contribution to the 

Foundation and designate how 

the funds will be distributed to 

other non-profits. Finally, there 

is the General Fund, which 

accepts funds to be used at the 

discretion of the Board.

First, the citizens need to 

know it is there, and second, it 

needs to become THE place 

for people who wish to ôgive 

back.õ  The Foundation is an 

ideal designation for memorials 

and recognition awards for 

people who have contributed 

so much to Burnsville.
